In West Maui, The Bay Club (inte-

rior pictured above; One Bay

Drive/808-669-8008) is like a pri-

vate Hawaiian beach retreat, with

a stone fireplace and covered

lanai, where an exquisite view of

Kapalua Bay can be seen. As the

sun sets, the shimmering ocean

turns to gold, and whales some-

times breach on the horizon. The

Caesar salad is prepared tableside

and can be followed by scallops

and prawns with white truffle

risotto. There’s live piano music

for your dining pleasure. There’s

also a palm-lined path along the

oceans edge — perfect for strol-

ling.

Opening in July 2000, the fabu-

lous Blue Marlin Restaurant

(MÅ‘alaea Harbor/808-244-8844) is

centrally located on the beauti-

ful MÅ‘alaea Harbor.
